The uniform is to be returned to your manager
on the last game of the season.

GRADING & TEAM SELECTION A skills refresher clinic will be run on Friday 16" February from 2.50pm and 4.15pm
for Year 4, 5 & 6 players prior to Grading. This is an optional session.

Year 2 - 3: Years 2 & 3 are not graded. They will be randomly selected into year
group teams. We are aiming for a minimum of 8 and a maximum of 10 players per
team.

Years 4,5 & 6: Years 4,5 & 6 will be graded this year at OLG school netball courts
by three independent experienced/qualified graders. Years 5 & 6 will be graded on
ability. Year 4 will be graded only to ensure that there is an even distribution of
ability through the teams.

Please bring a water bottle and a
hat. A healthy afternoon tea and sun cream will be supplied by the Club.

All year 4, 5 & 6’s must attend grading to be graded into the appropriate team.
Any special requests must be given in writing to the President
(olgncpresident@gmail.com) and is to be considered by the committee, prior to
Friday 16" February before grading commences.

Team lists will be emailed to parents on Wednesday 28" February.

There will be no alterations or additions. Year 5 & 6 teams will be made according
to the grading results and, in the interest of fairness to all players, the teams will not
be “tweaked” or adjusted for any reason.

If you are available and interested in coaching or managing, we encourage you to
take up this rewarding role. If you have not coached or managed before, please
consider taking on one of these roles or sharing a role with another.

We have many experienced coaches and players who are available to help. Our “Club
Coach”, Jenni Vilé, will mentor our coaches and provide resources to help with
training. The club will also aim to provide opportunities to attend coaching courses,
once they become available

Each coach needs a manager to help co-ordinate the team. The role of team manager
involves organising captains, scoring and fruit rosters, handing out/ emailing notices
to players, and contacting players if there are any changes or cancellations to training
or game days. Further support is provided along with many resources. If you are
skilled at organisation, 'and we know you are,' then this is a great role for you.

Each team’s coach and manager will be given (on loan, to be returned at the end of
the season) a waterproof sponsored club jacket. This is part of our sponsorship deal
to increase the professionalism of the club and to be identifiable to the
parents/players and spectators, plus keeping the coach/manager dry during the
season!
